Good information about mineral powders, talc, and other product brands.  Read all the way through for good product knowledge.
 

As many of you know I was a Huge Bare Minerals Fan before joining MK and I was very excited when I heard that MK was going to be introducing their version of a Mineral Foundation.  When I received mine from the company, I was very confused when I looked at the ingredient list and saw that the first ingredient was Talc.  We have a very large group of Arbonne Consultants in this area and they are always bashing MK (probably b/c they are jealous of us!!).  Anyway, I knew once the Arbonne Girls found out about the Talc I would have to start defending myself.  So, I thought I should do a little research.  I called MK Headquarters and as always they were very helpful.  Here is what I found out.
 

Straight from Consultant Medical Relations ( They can be reached at 800.272.9333 option 7, if you have any more questions)
Talc is a Mineral
 

It is used for 4 Different Functions:
 

1.)    Enhances Application and Texture- gives that silky soft feel
2.)    Anti-Caking keeps Loose Powders free flowing and Press Powders retain good application
3.)    Oil Absorbing – helps control oil
4.)    Increasing coverage and reduces transparency of colors
 

 

I also did a little snooping around some department store counters and Sephora.  Clinique does NOT have a specific Mineral Foundation.  They do have a loose powder but that is it.  It would compare to our MK Loose Powder (which also has minerals in it).  According to a Sales Consultant in Rogers, Arkansas this will not give a consumer much coverage at all and is not very buildable.  You can check out Clinique’s site for yourself at www.clinique.com .  You won’t find a Mineral Foundation.
 

At Sephora I watched customer after customer come in and ask for Mineral Foundation and they directed them to the I.D. Bare Minerals counter.  Bare Minerals is and probably always will be our strongest competitor.  Theirs is very good, but there are some differences you might need to be aware of.  I used Bare Minerals for several years, so I feel I can compare them pretty well.  Here are a few of the differences.

“Talc absorbs moisture and oil, helping skin feel soft, fresh, cool and dry. It also reduces friction and chafing that can irritate skin. In color cosmetics, Talc is used to help control shine and absorb oil. Talc occurs naturally as mineral deposits and is valued for its softness.”
When I called Bare Minerals’ 888 number and asked why they don’t use talc, the man on the phone said that the difference between a liquid foundation and a powder foundation is talc (which is in powder only). He added that Bare Minerals doesn’t use talc because even though many people think of Bare Minerals as a powder, they don’t want to be considered a powder foundation
2.    Bare Minerals is very creamy once you put it on, it feels like it melts into your skin.  But you have to layer it just like ours to build the coverage if you have blemishes like I do.
3.    Bare Minerals also has 2 steps to their foundation- Bare Minerals Foundation and then a translucent powder called Mineral Veil.  Mineral Veil is the key to their success I think.  It really gives you the naturally radiant look.  But, when you think about it you are having to put on 2 times the foundation.  Their Foundation cost $25 without the brush and $35 with the brush and the Mineral Veil is $19.  That really adds up.
Now MK- 
1.)   Does have talc but that is a Mineral
2.)   Is affordable $18 or $28 with bag and brush
3.)   We can offer a customized skin care routine along with it.
4.)   Is backed by 100 % money back guarantee
5.)   Is produced by one of the oldest leading skin care and cosmetics companies
